Introduction and Methodology

San Joaquin County desired to gather input from community residents regarding revisions within

their congressional, senate, assembly, and supervisorial districts. Critical Data Strategies, LLC was
retained to provide this study. In addition to the online survey performed, Critical Data

performed a qualitative one  -on-one telephone survey/interview process, gathering opinions

and comments from a statistically balanced group of cou nty residents based upon ethnic, age,
and geographical composition.

Beginning September 2, 2021, and concluding September 23, 2021, Critical Data Strategies LLC
completed a total of 300 executive style telephone interviews  with residents within the county
using a purchased contact list. San Joaquin County leadership along with a specifically

developed committee aided in the development of the questions to be asked based partially

upon findings from those 7,000+ responses to the online survey.

This report contains the findings from each area of study as well as conclusions developed
based upon those findings.
